William Harrison gives a special place to the decoration of
houses, focusing on the latest fashion trends in the interior, namely, the increase in the number of chimneys
and fireplaces, the appearance of feather beds and silverware. These innovations, according to him, affected
all segments of the population of England. «Description of England» by William Harrison allows you to
figure out that home means a lot in the mentality of the English Tudor era.
