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Abstract. The dispute about the ethnic nature of the Varangians mentioned in the ancient Russian
chronicles has been going on for more than one century. Researchers rely mainly on late Scandinavian
and Byzantine sources, or, conversely, on ancient information that recorded a different ethnic picture
compared to that in Eastern Europe at the time of the chronicle vocation of the Varangians. At the same
time, news of sources about other peoples who inhabited the shores and islands of the Baltic in the early
Middle Ages, whose ethnonyms are associated with the Hunnic and Avar powers, go into the background.
The Turks, Avars and other Eastern Peoples who came to Europe, mixing with Germans, Vlachs and
Slavs, gave birth to new Ethnic Groups with names that reflect the ethnonymic tradition of nomads in a
new European form. This fact, as well as the spread of the Latin language in the status of the lingua
franca, not only of the post-Roman world, but also of other parts of Europe, caused the appearance of the
phenomenon and rapid disappearance of the historical scene ofthe Vidivarii and Varangyans (Varyags).
