Resume. Many diverse attempts of describing and explaining of globalization processes from the per-
spective of different sciences are being taken nowadays. Within the sociological, historical and philosophical
discourses the globalization processes are often being treated either from the optimistic and even utopian an-
gle, or using skeptical and pessimistically biased scenario. The very tone of both assertions draws upon the
disposition of an eschatological exceptionality. Analysis of the Hellenistic sources shows that the problem of
the developing of a new hierarchy is not the unique one set by XX century. The similar processes had been
indicatively enough reflected upon in the historical and philosophical thought of the Hellenism (Greco-Roman
world Il11-1 centuries BC.).
