Resume. The problem of strategy defense alternative that confronted the Persian after the Alexander the Great’s
invasion into Asia is under consideration in the article. Memnon of Rhodes during the council at Zeleia proposed a plan,
which provided avoiding pitched battle and employing “scorched earth” tactics. This plan had a lot of weaknesses. First
of all the Persians had no the opportunity to make a complete blockade of Alexander’s army supplies by sea. Military
benefits were not so clear when political consequences could be a disaster. The implementation of Memnon’s plan
would have led to starvation in the Western regions of Asia Minor and would encourage native Greeks to take a side of
Alexander. The Perisian ideology demanded of Darius Il to be determined and strong ruler who had an opportunity to
control all lands of his empire. Persian satraps and commanders could not have been uncomprehending the whole politi-
cal situation which made the king to offer any threats to his power. Therefore, the Persian command took the right deci-
sion and entered into open land battle with Macedonian army.
